This Cookies Policy explains how EDUCATRADER Ltd (“Educatrader”, “we”, “our”, “us”) 

uses cookies and similar technologies on our website (www.educatrader.com ). 

1. What Are Cookies 

Cookies are small text files placed on your device when you visit a website. They are used 

to make websites work more efficiently, as well as to provide information to the website 

owner. 

Cookies set by the website owner (in this case, Educatrader) are called "first-party 

cookies." Cookies set by parties other than the website owner are called "third-party 

cookies." Third-party cookies enable third-party features or functionality to be provided on 

or through the website (e.g., advertising, interactive content, and analytics). 

2. Types of Cookies We Use 

We use first- and third-party cookies for several reasons. Some cookies are required for 

technical reasons in order for our Website to operate, and we refer to these as "necessary" 

cookies. Other cookies also enable us to track and target the interests of our users to 

enhance the experience on our Online Properties. Third parties cookies serve through our 

Website for advertising, analytics, and other purposes. This is described in more detail 

below. 

Necessary cookies – essential for the operation of our website and its basic functions. 

Functional cookies – help perform certain functionalities like sharing the content of the 

website on social media platforms, collecting feedback and other third-party features.  

Analytics cookies – used to collect information about how visitors use our site to improve 

its performance and user experience. 

Performance cookies – help us understand usage patterns to enhance our services. 

Uncategorized – cookies that are being analyzed and have not been classified into a 

category as yet. 

3. Google Analytics 

We use Google Analytics to gather anonymous information about how visitors interact with 

our website, such as pages visited, time spent, and technical data. This helps us improve 

our website and services. 

Google Analytics cookies may transmit data to Google servers, including outside the EEA.
